What to Refer Where:  ALAS covers 5 metro-Atlanta counties:  Clayton, Cobb, Dekalb, Fulton , Gwinnett.   SCLP is the ELAP that covers all 5 counties, so we always refer Hotline clients to SCLP, right?  No.  

If the case is one of the following types:  Unemployment Benefits (UIB); Food Stamps: Landlord-Tenant; Child education and client is ALAS income eligible, then refer to the ALAS office in which the client resides. If client has one of the above types of cases, but has income above ALAS income eligibility guidelines, then you refer to SCLP (because SCLP, like the HL, doesn’t have income guideline)

Why? Efficiency.   UIB, LL/TT, food stamps cases are classic legal aid cases; general law attorneys know these areas of law like the back of their hands.  SCLP attorneys, on the other hand, spend their time becoming experts in probate, predatory mortgage lending, consumer issues affecting the elderly, Medicaid, Social Security, VA benefit overpayments.  

How To Refer:

Referring to SCLP:  If it is a clear-cut SCLP type case, fax case intake to and transfer case to Steve Krumm.  If you are not sure, ask Dina and/or ask Steve. IMPORTANT: Predatory mortgage cases are referred to Jennifer Staack.  See referral procedure for predatory mortgage cases.

Referring to ALL other ALAS offices and units:  E-mail facts to the managing attorney/special project attorney listed above and wait for approval to transfer.  Do not send Legal Server messages.  Use ALAS email addresses.

Fulton County LL/TT cases:  October 2009, ALAS received grant from City of Atlanta.  Downtown will now handled cases in which client lives in South Fulton IF If client has mailing address in Atlanta.  Example: Client’s mailing address is City of Atlanta post office box, but lives in East Point, refer to Downtown.  Contrast: Client’s mailing address is East Point and lives in East Point, we refer to Southside.
