CONTRACT FOR ATTORNEY SERVICES
THIS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (Agreement) is made and entered into the 1st day of January, 2009, by and between the *Name of Society* (Society) and *Name of Contractor* (hereinafter the Contractor).


RECITALS
A.
WHEREAS, Society, a non-profit corporation, is engaged in providing legal services to low income individuals and desires to engage the services of an independent contractor to provide attorney services and the Contractor is an attorney engaged in the private practice of law; and

B.
WHEREAS, Society and Contractor desire to enter into a contract pursuant to which the Contract will provide attorney services for Society on an independent contractor basis as more fully set forth herein;

C.
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants set forth herein, Contractor and Society agree as follows:


Section 1

TERM AND TERMINATION

1.01.
The term of this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2009 to December 31, 2009.  This Agreement may be terminated by either party hereto for any reason whatsoever by providing at least fifteen calendar days written notice.

1.02
The Contractor hereby agrees to notify Society in writing if during the term of this Agreement, their annual professional income from Society exceeds more than half of Contractor’s professional income.


Section 2


STATUS AS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
2.01.
Intention of the Parties.  The parties agree (1) that Contractor, while performing or assigning the performance of all responsibilities under this Agreement, is and shall at all times be and perform all services in the legal capacity of an independent contractor; (2) that no work, act, commission or omission of any act by Contractor or the Society pursuant to this Agreement shall be construed to make or render Contractor an employee of the Society; and (3) that Contractor shall be entirely liable for its own debts and obligations and shall not hold itself or its employees or representatives out to be employees of Society.

2.02.
Contractor to Control Performance.  The parties agree that (1) Society shall have no right or authority to direct or control the Contractor or its employees with respect to the performance of the Contractor’s duties under this Agreement except as otherwise provided by this Agreement; (2) Society is interested only in the results to be achieved by the Contractor under this Agreement; the manner and method of performing all duties and services of Contractor under this Agreement and achieving the desired results shall be under the exclusive control of the Contractor; (3) Contractor is engaged in the private practice of law and offers its services to the general public.

Section 3


ATTORNEY SERVICES

3.01.
Contractor Responsibilities. Contractor shall perform legal services as a Case Attorney, Hotline Duty attorney and/or Clinic Attorney including, but not limited to, supervising Hotline staff, conducting self-help clinics, handling individual client cases and exercising professional judgment while counseling clients in the performance of these functions.

3.02.
Contractor’s Control.  Contractor shall have complete control over how its services and obligations shall be performed.  Contractor shall set its own days and hours of operation and Contractor’s performance shall not be subject to supervision or monitoring by Society, except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement.


Section 4


COMPENSATION
4.01.
Contractor shall, at the end of each month, bill Society for its services.  Contractor shall be compensated for services as the Hotline Duty attorney at the rate of $65.00 per hour.  Upon approval by *Name of Supervisor*, Society shall pay Contractor reasonable fees within fifteen (15) days after it has received invoice from Contractor.


Section 5

EXPENSES
Contractor shall be fully responsible to provide all the tools and equipment necessary to perform the services under this Agreement.  Contractor shall further be solely responsible for all costs and expenses related to its operation.


Section 6

TAXES AND BENEFIT PROGRAMS
Contractor shall be fully liable and responsible to pay any and all taxes relating to all compensation paid hereunder.  Since Contractor is not an employee of Society, Society shall not withhold any taxes from amounts paid to Contractor and Contractor shall not be eligible to participate in any benefits or programs sponsored or financed by Society for its employees with the exception of Professional Liability Insurance coverage which will be provided to Contractor but for only those cases which are handled by Contractor on behalf of clients provided by the Society.


Section 7


VALIDITY

If any term of this Agreement is held invalid for any reason, such determination shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the Agreement.  The remaining parts of this Agreement shall remain in effect as if the Agreement had been executed without the invalid term.

Section 8

ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Agreement constitutes the full and complete agreement and understanding between the parties hereto and shall supersede any and all prior written and oral agreements concerning the subject matter contained herein.  This Agreement may be modified only by a written instrument executed by both of the parties hereto.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties hereto acknowledge that they have read this Agreement, fully understand it, and freely and voluntarily agree to each of its provisions.
